Legislative Session

The Washington State Legislature has completed their work and adjourned on time. The
budgets that were passed included an increase in the operating budget that included a
$1 million addition for Conservation Technical Assistance and an $837,000 add for
VSP. The capital budget included the same appropriations for Natural Resource
Investments and Shellfish, but less than what is needed for RCPP and CREP. Attached
are comparison tables for the Operating and Capital Budgets, located adjacent to this
issue of Quick Notes in the email you received. The Commission will be sending out
further analysis/implications of legislative actions soon.

Legislation: One Success...One Near Miss
House Bill 1426 has been passed and Signed into Law by Governor Inslee. That bill

added engineering services to the items on which districts can cooperate and also
added the words “including but not limited to” to that list to open up the opportunities for
district cooperation.

House Bill 1187_which deleted obsolete language in the statute related to conservation
district sponsorship of fish habitat projects, came excruciatingly close to passing. The
legislation which was a public policy project from the Ag & Forestry Leadership
Program, was on the list for final passage in the Senate as time ran out.




NRI and Shellfish Project Funds — Preparing for Next Biennium

In preparation for funding your high priority conservation projects for next biennium, it's
very important that your projects information in CPDS be up to date and complete.
Also, if you will not be spending all your money allocated for projects, please make sure
you let us know ASAP so we can re-allocate. Our goal is to not only get conservation
on-the-ground, but to show a strong, ongoing demand for capital dollars.

Conservation Accountability and Performance Program (CAPP)

Commission Regional Managers and staff are in the process of evaluating conservation
district performance under Performance Standard 1 of the Conservation Accountability
and Performance Program (CAPP). All district supervisors and managers are
encouraged to review the CAPP guidelines approval by the Conservation Commission
at their March meeting. Please note that “Performance Standard 1 — Compliance with
Laws” includes 15 accountability requirements. Completing 100% of these requirements
is a threshold for receiving state funding through the Conservation Commission. An
annual status report will be brought to the Commission at their July meeting.
Performance Standards 2-8 are “capacity building” standards and best practices to be
used in improving your district operations. The purpose of performance standards 2-8 is
to encourage continued capacity building for delivering conservation service, programs,
and projects in each of our 45 conservation districts. Commission Regional Managers
are available to assist your district with each of the Performance Standards including
examples, templates, and district references for the best practices.

Conservation Districts’ Audits & Annual Financial Reporting Update

Annual financial reporting is due to the State Auditor’'s Office no later than May 30,
2019. This is a very important task to complete on time and is part of the SCC's
Conservation Accountability and Performance Program (CAPP) requirements as well.
Workshops are available around the state to help you get your questions answered and
even hands-on help. Check this webpage periodically for updated information: Training
& Other Resources. This year's Schedule 22 and its guidance document is linked next
to link for this edition of Quick Notes.

Retirement Systems
Washington State Procedures for
Political Subdivisions to Obtain ‘Absolute’ Social Security Coverage
(effective date prior to date of participation in a qualifying retirement system)

These procedures for Old Age and Survivors Insurance coverage (also known as Social Security
coverage) are based on RCW 41.48.030 and Section 218 of the Social Security Act. The

Department of Retirement Systems (DRS) is the duly designated Washington State Social
Security Administrator.

1. Employer decides to obtain absolute coverage
a. Employer decides to follow this plan of action to ensure continuing Social
Security coverage for future retirement system members--without having to

hold a majority vote referendum.

b. DRS sends procedures, Section 218 Coverage Questionnaire, and sample
Resolution to the employer

2. Complete questionnaire and submit to DRS

a. The political subdivision completes the Section 218 Coverage Questionnaire and
submits to DRS.

3. Adopt resolution - the governing body of the political subdivision adopts a resolution
to:

a. Authorize the appropriate individual to execute an agreement pursuant to the
coverage;

b. Establish the desired effective date of Social Security coverage (must be prior to
participating in a qualifying retirement system) and

c. Acknowledge the applicable state and federal laws and regulations regarding
employee withholdings, employer contributions and record keeping.
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4. Submit resolution to DRS

a. The political subdivision will submit copy of Resolution via email to
oasi@drs.wa.gov or mail to:

5. Agreement between State and political subdivision

a. DRS will prepare and send the Agreement for Social Security Coverage to the
political subdivision for authorized signature.

b. The appropriate authorized individual shall complete and sign the Agreement
with the State. The executed document will be submitted to DRS.

6. Modification executed by Social Security Administration (SSA)

a. Upon receipt of the Agreement from the political subdivision, DRS shall execute a
Modification to the Master Social Security Agreement between the State of
Washington and the SSA.

b. Upon receipt of the fully executed Modification from the SSA, DRS shall notify
the political subdivision of the date that coverage has been accepted by the SSA.

c. A fully executed copy of the Agreement and Modification will be mailed to the
political subdivision.

The Modification is the binding agreement and grants the entity the ability to
participate in the Social Security Program.

7. Payment of applicable taxes

a. The political subdivision will continue payment and reporting of applicable taxes
to the IRS during this process.

The Section 218 Coverage Questionnaire and a Resolution template are attached in the same
email these procedures arrived in. Below is a Glossary of Section 218 Terms. Other forms and
documents needed to complete this process will be provided after DRS has received and
reviewed the completed Questionnaire and Resolution.
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GLOSSARY OF SECTION 218 TERMS
Social Security and Medicare Coverage for Public Employees

Absolute Coverage Group/Non Retirement System Coverage Group — A permanent grouping of
employees. For example, all the employees of a city or town. It is a coverage group for coverage purposes; the
term also refers to groups of employees whose positions are not under a retirement system. Such groups are
also referred to as Section 218(b)(5) coverage groups. /f positions in this coverage group are covered by a
qualifying retirement system in the future; Social Security coverage continues

Application/Agreement — The contract between the State of Washington and the political subdivision to

provide Social Security coverage for state and political subdivision employees under Section 218 of the Social
Security Act.

Coverage Groups — Groupings by which employees must be covered under an agreement (absolute coverage
group or retirement system coverage group).

Divided-vote Referendum for Medicare-only — Employees hired before 4/1/1986 and continuously employed

by the same employer may vote to participate in Medicare. The employees who vote in favor will be covered.
The employees who vote against will not be covered.

Employee — For purposes of a federal-state agreement, “employee” is defined in Sections 210(j) and 218(b)(3)
of the Social Security Act. It includes elected officials of a state or political subdivision and volunteer fire
fighters.

Form 1945 — A statement concerning jobs covered by a retirement system, but not covered by Social Security.
State and local government employers are required to provide this form to employees hired on or after January
1, 2005 to advise that the position the employee works in is not covered by Social Security.

Majority-vote Referendum — An election process in which members of a retirement system group vote for or
against participating in Social Security. If a majority of the eligible members of the retirement system vote in
favor of coverage, the state may then submit a modification to its agreement under Section 218 to extend
coverage to that group.

Modification — An amendment to the written agreement between the state and the Social Security
Administration to make the ariginal agreement applicable to the services of employees not previously covered
by Social Security, or to modify the original agreement in some other respect.

Optional Exclusion — Those services that the federal law gives the state the option to include or exclude from
coverage under the agreement. The political subdivision may request exclusion of the following services:

a. All classes of elective positions

b. All classes of part-time positions

c. Positions compensated solely by fees received directly from the public
d. Agricultural labor, to the extent permitted by federal law

e. By a student as permitted by federal law

Qualifying Public Retirement System — A pension annuity, retirement or similar fund or system established
by a state or political subdivision that can be considered a replacement for Social Security. Section
31.3121(b)(7)-2 of the Employment Tax Regulations and IRS Revenue Procedure 91-40 explain the
requirements for a public retirement system to qualify as a social security replacement.
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Retirement System — A pension annuity, retirement or similar fund or system established by a state or political
subdivision.

Retirement System Coverage Group — A grouping of employees in positions under a retirement system for
Section 218 coverage purposes.

Section 218 Agreement — The written agreement between the state and the Social Security Administration to
provide Social Security coverage for state and political subdivision employees under Section 218 of the Social
Security Act.

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RESOLUTION NO. 2

WHEREAS, Asotin County Conservation District desires to offer Social Security coverage to its
employees,

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Asotin County Conservation Distric Board of
Supervisors does hereby adopt the following resolution:

SECTION 1. Itis hereby declared to be the policy and purpose of Asotin County Conservation
District to extend the provisions of RCW 41.48.030, providing Social Security coverage to
eligible employees of Asotin County Conservation District.

SECTION 2. The Asotin County Conservation Distric Board of Supervisors Chariman is
authorized and directed to execute an agreement with the State of Washington to secure Social
Security coverage of eligible employees as provided in Section 1.

SECTION 3. The coverage of eligible employees shall be effective as of August 31, 1998.

SECTION 4. Withholdings from salaries or wages of employees for the purposes provided in
Section 1 of this Resolution are hereby authorized to be made in the amounts and at such times
as may be required by applicable State and Federal laws and regulations, and shall be paid to
the Internal Revenue Service, in such amounts and at such times as are designated in IRS Code
3121(b)(7)(E) and 3126.

SECTION 5. Employer contributions shall be paid from amounts appropriated for such purposes
to the Internal Revenue Service in accordance with applicable Federal laws.

SECTION 6. Asotin County Conservation District shall maintain such records and submit such
reports as may be required by applicable State and Federal laws or regulations.

SECTION 7. This resolution shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage.
